Darmasiswa Scholarship Academic Year 2012 – 2013




DARMASISWA is a scholarship program offered to all foreign students from countries which have diplomatic relationship with Indonesia to study Bahasa Indonesia, arts, music and crafts. This program is organized by the Ministry of National Education (MoNE) in cooperation with the Department of Foreign Affairs (DFA). The main purpose of the DARMASISWA program is to promote and increase the interest in the language and culture of Indonesia among the youth of other countries. It has also been designed to provide stronger cultural links and understanding among participating countries.
Darmasiswa RI is a non-degree program. As long as the selected foreign students participate in the program, they may not work, do research and be actively involved in politics.
I. 
SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMS
1. Regular 1 (One) Year -Darmasiswa RI scholarship Program
Regular One Year program is a one-year scholarship program to study Indonesian language and Art (traditional music, traditional dance, Indonesian  crafts, tourism and culinary programs) in selected Indonesian Higher Education Institutions.
2. Regular 6 (Six) Months – Darmasiswa RI scholarship Program
Regular six-month program is a six-month scholarship program to study Indonesian language in selected Indonesian Higher Education Institutions.

3. Summer Course 3 (Three) Months
Summer course program at ISI Yogyakarta, ITB, IPB, UNESA, UNAIR, UIN Jakarta, UNUD, UGM and University of Indonesia
II. 
QUALIFICATIONS OF APPLICANTS 
· Fill out the application form.

· Not more than 35 years old.

· Completed secondary education or its equivalent.

· Copy of academic transcript.

· In good health as proved by Medical Certificate from doctor.

· Passport size (4×6 cm) color photograph (5 pieces)

· Full-page copy of passport valid for at least 18 months.

· Able to communicate in English and have a basic knowledge of the field they are applying for.
III.
RIGHTS OF PARTICIPANTS

1.
The participants will not pay school fees.

2.
The participant will get a scholarship (pocket money) from the Ministry of Education.

3.
The university will help the participant to find an accommodation.

4.
The participant will be picked up at the airport by the organizers of the program.
IV. 
DUTIES OF PARTICIPANTS 
1.
The participant will help the university or a school in the proximity of the university to teach a foreign language and other academic subjects.

2.
The participant will follow lectures until the end of the program.

3.
Before his/her departure to Indonesia the participant will sign a declaration at the Embassy of the Republic of Indonesia in his/her country with the following contents:

· will obey the regulations valid at the university;

· will not change his/her field of study or university before he/she leaves for Indonesia or when he/she stays in Indonesia;

· will not commit any criminal act;

· will not be involved or do any political activities and not work as long as he/she studies in Indonesia;

· will not use any drugs or forbidden substances;

· will not leave Indonesia more than once during his/her studies in Indonesia;

· is not allowed to bring his family to Indonesia during his/her studies in Indonesia;

· if he/she does not obey these regulations and the regulations concerning his/her stay permit in Indonesia, he/she will be send home.
V.
THE SCHOLARSHIP COVERS
1. 
Monthly allowance will be received by participant is Rp. 2.000.000 (two million rupiah), and will be transferred to the University/college where they study.
2. 
As the scholarship does not cover all living costs, the participant is advised to bring enough money in US dollars for unexpected additional expenses in Indonesia.
VI. 
SCHEDULE 

1.
Candidates´ applications shall be submitted before the end of February 2012.

Selection shall be conducted in the middle of March 2012.

3. 
The announcement of selection results will be in the beginning of April 2012.

4. 
Confirmation of participants’ agreement to follow the program shall be in the beginning of June 2012.

5. 
The arrival of participants shall be in the beginning of August 2012.

6. 
Orientation program shall be conducted in the beginning of August 2012.

7. 
Lectures at universities will be conducted from September 2012 until July 2013. Those studying at Universitas Indonesia will start lectures at the beginning of July 2012.

The lectures for participants of Darmasiswa RI Regular Program for 6 months will be held from August 2012 untill January 2013.

the lectures for participants of Summer Course Program will be held from July 2012 – September 2012.
VII. 
INSURANCE
The Ministry of National Education (MoNE) will not provide health insurance. Therefore the participants are expected to have an International insurance valid in Indonesia.
VIII.
ACCOMODATION

The Ministry of Education will not provide accommodation for the participants of the program.
IX.
JOURNEY TO INDONESIA

The government of the Republic of Indonesia, that is the Ministry of National Education, will not cover the travel expenses from participant´s country to Indonesia and back. The Ministry of National Education will cover the transport costs from Jakarta to participants’ university. The transport costs from the participants’ university to Jakarta will not be covered.
X.
VISA ARRANGEMENTS
Visa used for joining the Darmasiswa program is Cultural-Social Visa (VKSB) that can be obtained through the Indonesian Embassy/Consulate where the participants live. This visa will be converted to a Stay Permit for 1 (one) year upon arrival in Indonesia through the Sekretariat Negara RI and the Immigration Directorate Jenderal.

The participants are prohibited to use the Tourist Visa to study in Indonesia, since it will have effect in processing the Stay-Permit.

PROCEDURE
The applicant should apply through Consulate General of the Republic of Indonesia, 19 Altamount Road, Cumballa Hill, Mumbai – 400 026 before 28th February 2012.  The application must contain contact details of the applicant (email, address and phone number).
